Also expect interference up front from Metal Used ATT driver Renzo Ribeiro, the ever-competitive Karabo Malemela’s KMFT Morita MSA4, Kent Swartz and feisty FAST rookie Luigi Bidoli.

Steadily improving Kokoro Reach for a Dream supporter Chase Haskins, is another hot rookie to watch out for, as is Corsa Dei Gemelli freshman Wianko Fourie. And never ignore Red Dot Vantage lad Liam Polome, Ndzalo Khoza’s Horizon Dynamics MSA4 and 76 Legacy WOrr lad Aadam Kajee. 

The lads also have a troop of fast racing ladies to look out for in Pretoria. Apex Cordset Kokoro lass Anastasia Gerasis, Gianna Pascoal’s 76 Legacy WOrr car and Investchem lady Simphiwe Mohlalo are ready to topple the lot of them!
